Archers Code of Conduct 


Club Archery is conducted in line with the statement within the Llantwit Major Archers (LMA) Constitution, Rules and in accordance with local law, health and safety regulations where applicable. 


Infringements of any of the following codes of conduct may result in the person(s) being ejection from the club and further disciplinary action up to and including banning from participating in club activities.


Behavior likely to cause confusion, annoyance or nuisance of any kind, is not permitted at any shoot location.


The use of foul and abusive language.


Making any remarks of a racist or sexist nature.


Contravening tournament or shoot rules or in any other way is found cheating or acting in any other way of “un-sportsman-like behavior”.


Bully, harass, threaten or intimidate any other individual or group. Violent behavior is unacceptable under any circumstances.


It is not permitted to take part in Archery whilst in possession of any article or substance which is illegal in terms of local laws, rules and regulations.


Entering or attempting to take part in archery within the club whilst in possession of alcohol or whilst drunk.


Any person who does not comply with the above code of conduct, or whose presence is, or could reasonably be construed as constituting a source of danger, nuisance or annoyance to other Archers, parents or members of the public will be required to leave and they may be subject to disciplinary action. 
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Welfare Code of Conduct


Respect the dignity and spirit of all participants, including children and young adults. 


Treat all participants fairly. 


Be supportive, and positive to encourage healthy competition, skill development, fun and achievement. 


Avoid contact or conduct that may be interpreted as having sexual connotations or which your sport defines as inappropriate. 


Do not take part in or tolerate behavior that frightens, embarrasses or demoralises a participant or that negatively affects their self esteem. 


Do not instigate, participate or tolerate any acts of aggression. 


Always act in a manner that works towards eliminating harassment and abuse from sports environments. 


Be prepared to intervene if a child or young person under 18 is being abused or neglected. 


Practice fair play both during and outside of all sports activities. 'Fair play' is defined as showing considerate regard for participants, staff, parents, spectators and officials; abiding by the rules of the sport; abiding by the officials' decisions. 





Adhere to the club constitution and the policies of the Welsh Field Archery Association (WFAA)











Parents / Guardians / carers Code of Conduct





Encourage your child to learn the rules and participate within them.





Discourage unfair behavior and arguing with officials.





Help your child to recognise good performance, not just results.





Never force your child to take part in sport.





Do not directly interact with your child while they are shooting or when they are directly under tuition





Set a good example by recognising fair play and good performances of all.





Never punish or belittle a child for losing or making mistakes.





Publicly accept officials’ judgments.





Support your child’s involvement and help them to enjoy their sport.





Use correct and proper language at all times.





Encourage and guide archers to accept responsibility for their own performance and behavior by setting a good example.
